6. Graduated licensing requirements

 

Level One (Class G1):

Level One lasts       months. The Ministry of Transportation encourages all new drivers to take an approved driver education course to help learn the proper driving skills and knowledge. If you pass an approved course, you can complete Level One in      months.
